The Department of Agriculture and Rural Development in KwaZulu-Natal, 

concluded 38 cases of corruption amounting to R8.9 million in the last financial 

year. As a result, the Honourable MEC, Mr. Themba Mthembu, has referred all 

these cases to the police for possible prosecution and financial recovery. 

Forty two (42) cases of corruption and maladministration are currently being 

investigated and will be concluded in the near future. 

“We want zero tolerance on fraud, maladministration and corruption. Such 

activities can no longer continue to be the culture of this Department. From now 

on, committing fraud and corruption will be taboo and I will not hesitate to take 

action,” said Mthembu. 

The MEC also said that the government must take a concomitant action against 

land grabs that are currently gripping the province.   

Furthermore, the MEC will outline the Provincial Agricultural Masterplan, which is 

a strategy to significantly drive the agronomy of the province and radically 

alleviate the triple threats which are poverty, unemployment and inequality.
