iv) If the B-BBEE status level of contributor has been claimed or obtained on a 
fraudulent basis or any of the conditions of contract have not been fulfilled, the 
purchaser may, in addition to any other remedy it may have – 

 
(a) disqualify the person from the bidding process; 

(b) recover costs, losses or damages it has incurred or suffered as a 
result of that person’s conduct;

DEFINITIONS:  The following terms shall be interpreted as indicated: 
 
(a)  “Closing time” means the date and hour specified in the bidding documents for 

the receipt of bids. 
 
(b)  “Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the Province and 

the Contractor, as recorded in the contract form signed by the parties, including 
all attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by 
reference therein. 

 
c)  “Contract price” means the price payable to the Contractor under the contract 

for the full and proper performance of his contractual obligations. 
 
(d)  “Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of anything 

of value to influence the action of a public official in the procurement process 
or in contract execution. 

 
(e)  “Countervailing duties” are imposed in cases where an enterprise abroad is 

subsidized by its government and encouraged to market its products 
internationally. 

 
(f)  “Country of origin” means the place where the goods were mined, grown or 

produced or from which the services are supplied. Goods are produced when, 
through manufacturing, processing or substantial and major assembly of 
components, a commercially recognised new product results that is 
substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its 
components.

3.1  All Goods supplied shall be equal in all respects to samples, patterns or specifications 

where such are provided. Any changes to quality or brands will have to be approved 
by the Province, as this is a change to the conditions of the contract. 

 
3.2  Should the Province, after the award of the Contract and/or during the manufacture of 

the goods specified, decide on a variation or alteration to the specification, either at 
the suggestion of the Contractor or otherwise, which will be to the Province’s 
advantage, such variation or alteration shall be performed to the Province’s 
satisfaction. Any variation in the Contract Price arising there from shall be subject to 
agreement between the Province and the Contractor. 

 
3.3  The Contractor shall not be relieved of his obligations with respect to the sufficiency of 

the materials and workmanship and the quality of the Goods supplied by the reason of 
no objection having been taken thereto by the Province’s Representative at the time 
the Goods were delivered. 

 
3.4  The Contractor warrants that the goods supplied under the contract are new, unused, 

of the most recent or current models, and that they incorporate all recent improvements 
in design and materials unless provided otherwise in the contract. The Contractor 
further warrants that all goods supplied under this contract shall have no defect, arising 
from design, materials or workmanship (except when the design and/or material is 
required by the purchaser’s specifications) or from any act or omission of the 
Contractor, that may develop under normal use of the supplied goods in the conditions 
prevailing in the country of the final destination. 

 
3.5  This warranty shall remain valid for twelve (12) months after the goods, or any portion 

thereof as the case may be, have been delivered to and accepted at the final 
destination indicated in the contract, or for eighteen (18) months after the date of 
shipment from the port or place of loading in the source country, whichever period 
concludes earlier, unless specified otherwise in the Special Conditions of Contract. 
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3.6 The Province shall promptly notify the Contractor in writing of any claims arising under 
this warranty. The Contractor shall immediately remedy the said defect free of cost to 
the Province. Should the Contractor delay remedial work in excess of time stipulated 
by the Province’s representative, the Province may have such remedial work executed 
at the Contractor’s expense. Should the Province decide that the defect is such that it 
cannot be remedied, the Goods may be rejected. Such rejected goods shall be held at 
the risk and expense of the Contractor and shall, on request of the Province, be 
removed by him immediately on receipt of notification of rejection. The Contractor shall 
be responsible for any loss the Province may sustain by reason of such action as the 
Province may take, in terms of this clause. 

 
3.7  The risk in respect of the Goods purchased by the Province under the contract shall 

remain with the Contractor until such goods have been delivered to the Province. 
 
3.8  The principle feature of the Goods and Work are described in the Goods or Services 

Information, but the Goods or Services Information does not purport to indicate every 
detail of construction, fabrication or arrangements of Goods and Works necessary to 
meet the requirements. Omission from the Goods or Services information of reference 
to any part or parts shall not relieve the Contractor of his responsibility for carrying out 
the Work as required under the Contract.

4.  FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH CONDITIONS AND DELAYED EXECUTION 
 
4.1  If a bidder amends or withdraws his/her/their bid after the closing time but before the 

bidder is notified that his/her/their bid has been accepted, or when notified that 
his/her/their bid has been accepted, he/she/they fail/fails, within the period stipulated 
in the conditions of bid or such extended period as the Province may allow, to sign a 
contract or to provide security when requested to do so, he/she/they shall, unless the 
Province decides otherwise, and without prejudice to any other right which the 
Province may have under paragraphs 4.2 and 4.4, including the right to claim damages 
if a less favourable bid is accepted or less favourable arrangements are to be made, 
forfeit any deposit which may have been made with the bid. 

 
4.2  Should the contractor fail to comply with any of the conditions of the contract, the 

Province shall be entitled, without prejudice to any of its other rights, to cancel the 
contract. 

 
4.3  Upon any delay beyond the contract period in the case of a supplies contract, the 

Province shall, without canceling the contract, be entitled forthwith to purchase 
supplies of a similar quality and up to the same quantity in substitution of the goods 
not supplied in conformity with the contract and to return any supplies delivered later 
at the contractor’s expense and risk, or forthwith to cancel the contract and buy such 
supplies as may be required to complete the contract, and without prejudice to its 
rights, be entitled to claim damages from the contractor. 
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4.4  Upon any delay beyond the contract period in the case of a service contract, the 
Province shall, without prejudice to any other right and without canceling the contract, 
be entitled forthwith to arrange the execution of the service not rendered in conformity 
with the contract or to cancel the contract, and without prejudice to its other rights, be 
entitled to claim damages from the contractor. 

 
4.5  In the event of the Province availing itself of the remedies provided for in paragraph 

4.2- 
 

4.5.1  the contractor shall bear any adverse difference in price of the said supplies  
services and these amounts plus any other damages which may be suffered 
by the Province, shall be paid by the contractor to the Province immediately on 
demand, or the Province may deduct such amounts from moneys (if any) 
otherwise payable to the contractor in respect of supplies or services rendered 
or to be rendered under the contract or under any other contract or any other 
amounts due to the contractor; or 

 
4.5.2  if the Contractor fails to supply the goods or render the service within the period 

stipulated in the contract, the Province shall have the right, in its sole discretion, 
to claim any damages or loss suffered. 

 
4.6  No damages shall be claimed in respect of any period of delay which the contractor 

can prove to be directly due to a state of war, sanctions, strikes, lockouts, damage to 
machinery as a result of accidents, fire, flood or tempest or act of God, which could not 
be foreseen or overcome by the contractor, or to any act or omission on the part of 
persons acting in any capacity on behalf of the Province. 

 
4.7  If the delivery of the supplies or the rendering of the service is likely to be delayed or 

is in fact being delayed on account of any of the reasons mentioned in paragraph 4.6, 
full particulars of the circumstances shall be reported forthwith in writing to the Province 
and at the same time the contractor shall indicate the extension of the delivery period 
which is desired. 

 
5.  PATENTS 
 
5.1  The Contractor shall pay all royalties and expenses and be liable for all claims in 

respect of the use of patent rights, trademarks or other protected rights, and hereby 
indemnifies the Province against any claims arising there from. 

 
5.2  The Contractor shall indemnify the Province against all third-party claims of 

infringement of patent, trademark, or industrial design rights arising from the use of the 
goods or any part thereof by the Province. 

 
6.  PACKAGING, MARKING AND DELIVERY 
 
6.1  All goods shall be crated, packed or battened securely in such a manner as to prevent 

damage during loading, transport and off-loading. Unless otherwise specified, packing 
cases and packing materials are included in the Contract Price, and shall be and 
remain the property of the Province. 

 
6.2  All goods shall be clearly marked in the manner stated in the Goods or Services 

Information. 
 
6.3  Goods shall be delivered to the address within the Province’s area of jurisdiction as 

set out in the Special Conditions of Contract or Goods and Services Information. 
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6.4 Goods shall be delivered on Weekdays between 08:00 and 16:00, free of all charges, 

only when ordered upon an official letter or form of order issued by the Province. No 

goods will be received on Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays. This paragraph 

(6.4) is applicable only when not excluded in the Special Conditions of Contract. 

 
6.5  Goods delivered shall in all cases be accompanied by delivery notes in duplicate, one 

which will be retained by the Province. The Contractor shall be responsible for the safe 
delivery as to the quality, quantity and condition of the goods. 

 
6.6  Delivery, unless otherwise provided for in the Special Conditions of Contract, shall be 

affected within seven (7) days from receipt of the order. The Contractor shall advise 
the Province upon receipt of an order in writing of any anticipated delays, citing reasons 
therefore and put forward a new anticipated delivery date. The Province may then 
extend the delivery date, if and as it deems fit. 

 
6.7  Should the Contractor fail to supply the material within the time stated in his bid, or 

within the extended time allowed to him in terms of clause 6.6 hereof, the Province 
reserves the right (after giving the Contractor seven days’ notice in writing) to cancel 
the contract and purchase the materials elsewhere and the bidder shall refund to the 
Province any extra cost incurred over and above the contract price. No liability shall, 
however, be attached to the Contractor if delivery of materials is rendered impossible 
or delayed by reason of circumstances beyond the Contractor’s control. 

 
6.8  If the Contractor cannot produce proof satisfactory to the Province that the delay was 

due to circumstances beyond his control, no price increase after the due date will be 
recognized. 

 
6.9  If at any time the Province ascertains that, due to negligence of the Contractor or for 

reasons beyond his control: 
 
6.9.1  No work on the order has been commenced and in the opinion of the Province, there 

is little or no prospect of work being commenced in reasonable time; 
 
6.9.2  Delivery of any materials is being or is likely to be delayed beyond the delivery date 

promised, and/or 
 
6.9.3  There is little or no prospect of the order being completed within a reasonable time 

after the promised date; the Province may, by notice to the Contractor in writing, cancel 
as from the future date specified in such notice, the whole or any part of the order in 
respect of which material has not been delivered by that date without incurring any 
liability by reasons of such cancellation. The cases where circumstances beyond the 
control of the Contractor have delayed commencement or completion of the order, 
cancellation of the order will be effected by mutual arrangement or where this is not 
possible by the decision of the Province. The Contractor shall then as soon as possible 
after such date deliver to the Province that part of the order which has been completed, 
and payment is to be effected is for the part performance on a proportional basis, 
subject to the uncompleted part not being an integral or essential part of the contract. 

 
6.10  Should a price other than an all-inclusive price be required, this shall be specified in 

the SCC. 
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7. CONSIGNMENT OF GOODS 

7.1  Goods, if delivered by Spoornet may be consigned carriage paid in the Contractor’s 
name, care of the Province to the place of delivery stipulated, but not in the name of 
the State. Goods consigned to stores located in areas which Spoornet may refuse to 
deliver, must be done so care of a local agent or to a local depot from which they may 
be re-delivered by road to such stores. 

 
7.2  Contractors shall arrange with Spoornet to deliver goods to the Province’s stores 

during the hours and on the days that the stores are open. 
 
7.3  The Province will not be responsible for any damage, re-delivery charges or any other 

charges raised by Spoornet. 
 
7.4  Claims on the South African Transport Services or on any other carrier in respect of 

weight, quantity, damage or loss, shall be made by the Contractor. 
 
8.  PAYMENT 
 
8.1  The Contractor shall furnish the Province with an invoice accompanied by a copy of 

the delivery note upon fulfilment of other obligations stipulated in the contract. 
 
8.2  Payments shall be made promptly by the Province, but in no case later than thirty days 

(30) days after submission of an invoice or claim by the Contractor. 
 
8.3  Payments will be made in Rand unless otherwise stipulated. 
 
8.4  Payments for goods are made by the Province only. Any disputes regarding late or 

delayed payments must be taken up with the department and if a problem persists, the 
Supply Chain Management Office can be requested to investigate the delays. 

 
9.  INVOICES 

 
9.1 All invoices submitted by the Contractor must be Tax Invoices indicating quantity 

ordered and quantity delivered, the amount of tax charged and the total invoice 
amount. 

 
10.  CONTRACT PRICE ADJUSTMENT 
 
10.1  Firm contract prices shall not be subject to adjustment. Contract prices which are not 

firm shall be increased or reduced by the amount of variation between the Cost to 
Bidder and the actual cost to the Contractor, such variations to be subject to the 
following conditions:- 

 
10.1.1  Where the Cost to Bidder was based on a printed catalogue or list price, 

the variation shall be the difference between that price list and the price 
list actually charged. Should it transpire that the Cost to Bidder was not 
based on the latest available price list at the Date of Bid, the Province 
shall have the right to elect the price list on which any variation shall be 
based. 

 
10.1.2  Where the Cost to Bidder was based on a quotation by the 

manufacturer, or where the Contractor is the manufacturer, and the 
Contract Price was based on the cost of materials and labour ruling at 
a certain date, the variation in the Contract Price shall be calculated by 
means of the Steel and Engineering Industries Federation of South 
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Africa (SEIFSA) formula if this is stipulated in the Contract, or if the 
Province’s representative considers it to be appropriate. Where the use 
of the SEIFSA formula is not appropriate, the variation shall be 
calculated by means of another formula acceptable to the Province, 
which shall be indicated in the Special Conditions of Contract. Only 
those cost increases due to wage increases prescribed by regulating 
measures having the force of law, or increases in the cost of materials 
and railage as may be proven by documentary evidence, or published 
data, will be considered in determining Contract Price variation. 

 
10.1.3  Any difference between Rates and Charges ruling at the time of bid and 

those actually paid by the Contractor will be for the account of the 
Province. The Contract Price adjustment arising from any variation in 
Rates and Charges shall, in every instance, be applied to the 
appropriate value, or tonnage, of the Goods shipped. Where a variation 
in the Cost to bidder has been allowed, the contract price shall be 
adjusted by the product of such variation and every component of Rates 
and Charges which is based on the value of the Goods, whether or not 
the costs of such components have varied. 

 
10.1.4 No claim for increased costs will be entertained if the Contractor is 

unable to produce documentation to substantiate Cost to Bidder and 
Rates and Charges on which the contract price was based and 
documentation to support his claim. Such documentation must, in the 
opinion of the Province, adequately support the Contractor’s claim. No 
claim for increased costs to the Contractor arising from negligence on 
his part, or that of the manufacturer, will be considered. 

 
10.1.5  The Contractor shall, in respect of every consignment or shipment of 

Goods delivered, supply to the Province’s Representative documentary 
evidence of variation, if any, in Cost to Bidder and Rates and Charges. 

 
10.1.6  Claims for increased cost shall be submitted with the invoice for the 

Goods in respect of which the claim is made, or as soon thereafter as 
possible. Claims shall not be considered if received more than 90 days 
after the expiry of the Contract unless notice of intention to claim has 
been given to the Province before such date. 

 
10.1.7 In the event of there being no claim by the Contractor for increased 

costs, the Contractor shall not be entitled to full payment under the 
Contract before he has submitted to the Province, in his own name or 
in the name of the manufacturer, a certificate declaring that there have 
been no adjustments in the cost of manufacture which entitle the 
Employer to a reduction in the Contract Price as provided for in this 
clause. 
 

11.  REMEDIES IN THE CASE OF DEATH, SEQUESTRATION, LIQUIDATION OR 
JUDICIAL MANAGEMENT 

 
11.1  In the event of the death of a contractor or the provisional or final sequestration of 

his/her/their estate or of his/her/their cession or transfer of a contract without the 
approval of the Province or of the surrender of his/her/their estate or of his/her/their 
reaching a compromise with his/her/their creditors or of the provisional or final 
liquidation of a contractor’s company/closed corporation or the placing of its affairs 
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under judicial management, the Province may, without prejudice to any other rights it 
may have, exercise any of the following options: 

 
11.1.1  Cancel the contract and accept any of the bids which were submitted 

originally with that of the contractor or any offer subsequently received to 
complete the contract. In such a case the estate of the contractor shall not 
be relieved of liability for any claim which has arisen or may arise against 
the contractor in respect of supplies not delivered or work not carried out 
by the contractor, under the contract. 

11.1.2  Allow the executor, trustee, liquidator or judicial manager, as the case may 
be, for and on behalf of and at the cost and expense of the estate of the 
contractor to carry on with and complete the contract. 

11.1.3 For and on behalf of and at the cost and expense of the estate of the 
contractor, itself carry on with and complete the contract and in that event 
the Province may take over and utilize, without payment, the contractor’s 
tools, plant and materials in whole or in part until the completion of the 
contract. 

 
11.2  Should the Province elect to act in terms of paragraph 11.1.3 it shall give notice of its 

requirements to the executor, trustee, liquidator or judicial manager of the contractor’s 
estate and should the said executor, trustee, liquidator or judicial manager fail within 
14 days of the dispatch of such notice to make provision to the satisfaction of the 
Province for the fulfillment of such requirements, or should no trustee, liquidator or 
judicial manager be appointed within 14 days of the occurrence mentioned in 
paragraph 11.1, the Province may apply any remedy open to it in terms of the contract 
as if a breach thereof had taken place. 

 
11.3  Should the Province act in terms of paragraph 11.1.3 the contractor must leave the 

premises immediately and may not occupy such premises on account of retention or 
any other right. 

 
12.  LAW TO APPLY 
 
12.1 The Contract shall in all respects be construed in accordance with the law of the 

Republic of South Africa, and any difference that may arise with the law of the Republic 
of South Africa, and any difference that may arise between the Province and the 
Contractor in regard to the Contract, shall be settled in the Republic of South Africa. 

 
13.  OFFERING OF COMMISSION OR GRATUITY 

 
13.1 If the Contractor, or any person employed by him, is found to have either directly or 

indirectly offered, promised or given to any office bearer of the Province or person in 
the employ of the Province, any commission, gratuity, gift or other consideration, the 
Province shall have the right, summarily and without recourse to law and without 
prejudice to any other legal remedy which it may have in regard to any loss or additional 
cost or expenses, to cancel the Contract without paying any compensation to the 
Contractor. 

 
14. PREFERENCES 

14.1  Should the Contractor apply for preferences in the submission of his bid, and it is found 
at a later stage that these applications were incorrect or made under false pretences, 
the Province may, at its own right:- 

 
14.1.1 Recover from the Contractor all costs, losses or damages incurred or     

sustained  by the Province as a result of the award of the Contract; and / or  
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14.1.2 Cancel the contract and claim any damages which the Province may suffer 
by having to make less favourable arrangements after such cancellation. 
 

14.1.3 The Province may impose penalties, however, only if provision therefore is 
made in the Special Conditions of Bid. 

 
15.  WEIGHTS AND MEASURES 
 
15.1 The quantities of goods offered or delivered shall be according to South African 

standard weights and measures. 
 
16.  SECURITY 
 
16.1  Special Conditions of Contract relating to Surety/Guarantee requirement must be dealt 

with in strict compliance with the Conditions of Bid set out herein. 
 
16.2  In respect of contracts less than R 500 000, the guarantees and sureties required  
     may be based on a risk evaluation conducted by the Province inviting the bid. 
 
16.3  No deposits are required for bid applications for contracts below R 500 000. 
 
17.  ORDERS 
 
17.1     Goods shall be delivered and services rendered only upon receipt of a written official 

order or the signing of a contract with the Province, and accounts shall be rendered as 
indicated on the official order or in the contract, as the case may be. 

          
17.2  The Province reserves the right to call upon any Contractor during the contract   period 

to make known the following details: 
 

               17.2.1  Name of Institution placing order; 
               17.2.2  Provincial official order number; 

      17.2.3  Quantity ordered; and 
      17.2.4  List of items ordered. 
 

18.  EXPORT LICENCES 

18.1    When orders are placed for goods in respect of which an export licence from the country 
of origin of supplies is required, the Contractor shall: 
 

18.1.1 Not incur any direct or indirect costs in connection with the supply or 
dispatch of such supplies before he has obtained such licence; 

18.1.2 If the government of the country from which the supplies are to be 
exported refuses, or fails to grant such licence within three months of 
the placing of the order, the order shall be considered to be cancelled 
and no liability will be accepted for any loss or expenses irrespective of 
the nature thereof, including loss or expenditure suffered or incurred by 
the Contractor or any other person in respect of the production, supply, 
transportation or delivery of such supplies. 

 
19.  INSURANCE 
 
19.1  The goods supplied under the contract shall be fully insured in a freely convertible 

Currency against loss or damage incidental to manufacture or acquisition, 
transportation, storage and delivery in the manner specified in the SCC. 
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19.2  Any insurance policies taken out by a Contractor to cover goods delivered for a 
contract must be taken out with a company registered in South Africa in terms of      

 relevant insurance and companies acts. 
 
20.  INSPECTION, TESTS AND ANALYSES 
 
20.1  In terms of Provincial policy, inspections of a Bidder’s goods and services are   

permitted. Bidders and Contractors must allow reasonable access to premises to 
officials from the department inviting the bid, or person specially appointed by the 
Province to carry out inspection or tests. There are two main categories: Firstly, where 
the bid conditions call for goods to be inspected during the contract period. Secondly, 
where the inspection results are to be submitted with the bid document. 
 

20.2  If it is a bid condition that goods to be produced should at any stage during production 
or on completion be subject to inspection, the premises of the Contractor shall be open, 
at all reasonable hours, for inspection by a representative of the Province or of an 
organization acting on its behalf. 

 
20.3  Inspections tests and analyses may be carried out prior to dispatch in regard to such 

contract goods as may be deemed necessary by the Province, and the Contractor shall 
provide, if required, all the required facilities for the inspection, tests and analyses of 
the goods free of charge and shall, if required, provide all the materials, samples and 
labour and available apparatus which may be required for the purposes of such 
inspection, tests and analyses free of charge, unless otherwise specified. 

 
20.4  If there are no inspection requirements in the bid documents and no mention thereof 

is made in the letter of acceptance, but during the contract it is decided that inspections 
shall be carried out, the Province shall itself make the necessary arrangements, 
including payment arrangements, with the testing authority concerned. The premises 
of the Bidder Contractor must be open and accessible at all reasonable times for the 
purposes of these tests. 

 
20.5  If the inspection, tests and analyses show the goods or service to be in accordance 

with contract requirements, the cost of the inspection, tests and analyses shall be 
defrayed by the Province calling for such tests or analyses. Where the supplies or 
services do not comply with the contract, the costs shall be defrayed by the Contractor 
and the Province shall have the right, without prejudice to any other legal remedy it 
may have, to deduct such costs from payments due to the Contractor under the 
contract or under any other contract. 

 
20.6  Goods and services which do not comply with the contract requirements may be 

rejected. 

20.7  Any goods may on or after delivery be inspected, tested or analysed and may be  
 rejected if found not to comply with the requirements of the contract, and such rejected 

goods shall be held at the cost and risk of the Contractor who shall, when called upon, 
remove them immediately at his own cost and forthwith substitute them for goods which 
do comply with the requirements of the contract, failing which such rejected goods shall 
be returned at the Contractor’s cost and risk. Should the Contractor fail to provide the 
substitute goods forthwith, the Province may, without giving the Contractor a further 
opportunity to substitute the rejected goods, purchase such supplies as may be 
necessary at the expense of the Contractor, for example, the transport costs and other 
expenses regarding the rejected goods must be refunded by the Contractor. 

 
20.8  Where imported goods are to be inspected before delivery, the Contractor shall notify 

his suppliers abroad of the conditions applicable to inspections. 
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20.9  Provisions contained in sub-clause 20.1 and 20.8 shall not prejudice the right of the 

Province to cancel the contract on account of a breach of the conditions thereof. 
 
21.  RESTRICTION OF BIDDING 

 

21.1 Without prejudice on any other legal remedies, the Province may impose restrictions 
on a Bidder in terms of which bids to the Province will not be accepted for such period 
as determined by the Province. This information may be passed to other provinces or 
State organisations in the Republic of South Africa. These restrictions may be imposed 
in terms of the breach of any of the requirements to be met in terms of the accepted 
bid or contract. The Province may also make a restriction on a bidder from another 
province or State institution applicable to this Province. 

 
22.  CONTRACTOR’S LIABILITY 
 
22.1  In the event of the contract being cancelled by the Province in the exercise of its rights 

in terms of these conditions, the Contractor shall be liable to pay to the Province any 
losses sustained and/ or additional costs or expenditure incurred as a result of such 
cancellation, and the Province shall have the right to recover such losses, damages or 
additional costs by means of set-off from moneys due or which may become due in 
terms of the contract or any other contract or from guarantee provided for the due 
fulfilment of the contract and, until such time as the amount of such losses, damages 
or additional costs have been determined, to retain such moneys or guarantee or any 
deposit as security for any loss which the Province may suffer or may have suffered. 

 
22.2  The Contractor may be held responsible for any consequential damages and loss 

sustained which may be caused by any defect, latent or otherwise, in supply or service 
rendered or if the goods or service as a result of such defect, latent or otherwise, does 
not conform to any condition or requirement of the contract. 

 
23. PRICE LISTS 
 
23.1 Price lists which are part of the contract shall not be amended without the approval of 

the Province, unless the SCC specify otherwise. 
 

24.  SUBMISSION OF CLAIMS 
 
24.1  Claims must be submitted within 90 days of the delivery date of items, but the delivery 

date will be calculated according to the delivery period stipulated in terms of the 
contract, unless an extension for late delivery has been granted by the Province. 

 
24.2  For period contracts, no price increase will be granted within the first 180 days of the 

contract period. No price increase applications which are submitted later than 90 days 
after the contract period expired will be considered. The claims shall be accompanied 
by documentary proof and, if required, an auditor’s report sustaining the claim shall be 
provided. 

  
24.3   Claims referring to formulae and indices must be clearly set out in terms of indices or  
          formulae values used to calculate the bid price, and the adjusted indices or values. 
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25.  PROVINCIAL PROPERTY IN POSSESSION OF A CONTRACTOR 
 
25.1  Province’s property supplied to a Contractor for the execution of a contract remains 

the property of the Province and shall at all times be available for inspection by the 
Province or its representatives. Any such property in the possession of the Contractor 
on the completion of the contract shall, at the Contractor’s expense, be returned to the 
Province forthwith. 

 
25.2  The Contractor shall be responsible at all times for any loss or damages to the 

Province’s property in his possession and, if required, he shall furnish such security for 
the payment of any such loss or damages as the Province may require. 

 
26.  RIGHTS TO PROCURE OUTSIDE THE CONTRACT 

 
26.1  The Province reserves the right to procure goods outside the contract in cases of 

urgency or emergency or if the quantities are too small to justify delivery costs, or if the 
goods are obtainable from another organ of Province or if the Contractor’s point of 
supply is not situated at or near the place where the goods are required or if the 
Contractor’s goods are not readily available. 

 
26.2  No provision in a contract shall be deemed to prohibit the obtaining of goods or   
     services from a Province or local authority. 
 
27.  AMENDMENT OF CONTRACT 
 
27.1 No agreement to amend or vary a contract or order or the conditions, stipulations or 

provisions thereof shall be valid and of any force and effect unless such agreement to 
amend or vary is entered into in writing and signed by the contracting parties. Any 
waiver of the requirement that the agreement to amend or vary shall be in writing. 

 
28.  NOTICES 
 
28.1  Every written acceptance of a bid shall be posted to the supplier/bidder concerned by 

registered or certified mail and any other notice to him/her/it shall be posted by ordinary 
mail to the address furnished in his bid or to the address notified later by him/her/it in 
writing and such posting shall be deemed to be proper service of such notice. 

 
28.2  The time mentioned in the contract documents for performing any act after such 

aforesaid notice has been given, shall be reckoned from the date of posting such 
notice. 

 
29.  INCIDENTAL SERVICES 
 
29.1  The Contractor may be required to provide any or all of the following services, including 

additional services, if any, specified in the Special Conditions of Bid: 
(a)  performance or supervision of on-site assembly and/or commissioning 

of the supplied goods: 
(b)  furnishing of tools required for assembly and/or maintenance of the 

supplied  goods; 
(c)  furnishing of a detailed operations and maintenance manual for each 

appropriate unit of the supplied goods; 
(d)  performance or supervision or maintenance and/or repair of the 

supplied goods, for a period of time agreed by the parties, provided that 
this service shall not relieve the Contractor of any warranty obligations 
under this contract; and 
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(e)  training of the Province’s personnel, at the Contractor’s plant and/or on-
site, in assembly, start-up, operation, maintenance, and/or repair of the 
supplied goods. 

 
29.2  Prices charged by the Contractor for incidental services, if not included in the  Contract 

price for the goods, shall be agreed upon in advance by the parties and shall not 
exceed the prevailing rates charged to other parties by the Contractor for similar 
services. 

 
30.  USE OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND INFORMATION INSPECTION 

30.1  The Contractor shall not, without the Province’s prior written consent, disclose the 
contract, or any provision thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample, 
or information furnished by or on behalf of the Province in connection therewith, to any 
person other than a person employed by the Contractor in the performance of the 
contract. Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and 
shall extend only so far as may be necessary for purposes of such performance. 

 
30.2  The Contractor shall not, without the Provinces prior written consent, make use of any 

document or information mentioned in GCC clause 30.1 except for purposes of 
performing the contract. 

 
30.3  Any document, other than the contract itself mentioned in GCC clause 30.1 shall 

remain the property of the Province and shall be returned (all copies) to the Province 
on completion of the Contractor’s performance under the contract of so required by the 
Province. 

 
30.4 The Contractor shall permit the Province to inspect the Contractor’s records relating to 

the performance of the Contractor and to have them audited by auditors appointed by 
the Province, if so required by the Province. 

 
31.  SPARE PARTS 
 
31.1  If specified in SCC, the Contractor may be required to provide any or all of the   

following materials, notifications, and information pertaining to spare parts 
manufactured or distributed by the Contractor: 

(a)  such spare parts as the Province may elect to purchase from the Contractor, 
provided that this election shall not relieve the Contractor of any Warranty 
obligations under the contract. 

   (b)  In the event of termination of production of the spare parts: 
(i)  Advance notification to the Province of the pending termination, in 

sufficient time to permit the Province to procure needed requirements; 
and 

(ii)  Following such termination, furnishing at no cost to the Province, the 
blueprints, drawings, and specifications of the spare parts, if requested. 

 
32.  PENALTIES 
 
32.1  Subject to GCC Clause 4, if the Contractor fails to deliver any or all of the goods or to 

perform the services within the period(s) specified in the contract, the Province shall, 
without prejudice to its other remedies under the contract, deduct from the contract 
price, as a penalty, a sum calculated on the delivered price of delayed goods or 
unperformed services, using the current prime interest rate calculated for each day of 
the delay until actual delivery or performance. The Province may also consider 
termination of the contract in terms of the GCC. 
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33. ANTI-DUMPING AND COUNTERVAILING DUTIES AND RIGHTS 

33.1  When, after the date of bid, provisional payments are required, or anti-dumping or 
countervailing duties are imposed, or the amount of a provisional payment or anti- 
dumping or countervailing right is increased in respect of any dumped or subsidized 
import, the State is not liable for any amount so required or imposed, or for the amount 
of any such increase. When, after the said date, such a provisional payment is no 
longer required or any such anti-dumping or countervailing right is abolished, or where 
the amount of such provisional payment or any such right is reduced, any such 
favorable difference shall on demand be paid forthwith by the Contractor to the State 
or the State my deduct such amounts from moneys (if any) which may otherwise be 
due to the Contractor in regard to supplies or services which he delivered or rendered, 
or is to deliver or render in terms of the contract or any other contract or any other 
amount which may be due to him. 

 
34.  GOVERNING LANGUAGE 
 
34.1 The contract shall be written in English. All correspondence and other documents 

pertaining to the contract that is exchanged by the parties shall also be written in 
English. 

 
35.  TAXES AND DUTIES 
 
35.1  A foreign Contractor shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, stamp duties, licence 

fees, and other such levies imposed outside the Province’s country. 
 
35.2  A local Contractor shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties, license fees, etc., 

incurred until delivery of the contracted goods to the Province. 
 
35.3  No contract shall be concluded with any bidder whose tax matters are not in order. 

Prior to the award of a bid the Province must be in possession of a tax clearance 
certificate, submitted by the bidder. This certificate must be an original issued by the 
South African Revenue Services.

1. INTRODUCTION 
 

 Bidders must ensure that they are fully aware of all the Terms and Conditions contained  
          in this bid document. Only bidders that fully meet the prequalification shall be   
          considered. 
 

 The Bidder is required to check the number of consecutively numbered pages and  
should any found to be missing or in duplicate, or the text of figures indistinct, or 
should there be any doubt or obscurity as to the meaning of any part of these 
documents, the Bidder must ascertain the true meaning or intent of the same prior to 
the submission of his/her Bid, as no claims arising from any incorrect interpretation will 
be admitted. 

 
2. ACCEPTANCE OF BID 
 

 The Departmental Bid Adjudication Committee is under no obligation to accept anybid. 

 
3.  AMENDMENT OF CONTRACT 
 
3.1  Any amendment to or renunciation of the provisions of the contract shall at all times 

be done in   writing and shall be signed by both parties, subject to the Departmental 
Bid Adjudication Committee approval. 

 
4.      AWARD  
 
4.1  Bidders who meet the prequalification shall be scored on functionality and only 

bidders with a minimum score of 70 shall be evaluated on price and preference 
points. 

 
5.    BASIS OF QUANTITIES 
 
5.1 Quantities are as reflected on the Bill of Quantities. 
 
6.    BBBEE CERTIFICATE 
 
6.1 A bidder must submit a valid BBBEE certificate or a sworn affidavit together with the       

bid to prove compliance with the pre-qualification criteria and for claiming BBBEE 

points. 

 
7.   CHANGE OF ADDRESS 
 
7.1 Bidders must advise the Departmental Supply Chain Management, Contract 

Administration should their ownership or address (domicilium citandi et executandi) 
details change from the time of bidding to the expiry of the contract. 
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8. COMPETENCY OF THE SERVICE PROVIDER

11. DELIVERY CONDITIONS 
 
11.1 Delivery of services must be made in accordance with the instructions appearing on 

the official purchase order. 
 
11.2 All deliveries or dispatches must be accompanied by a delivery note stating the official 

purchase order number against the delivery that has been affected. 
 
11.3 In respect of items awarded to them, contractors must adhere strictly to the delivery 

periods stipulated by them in their bid document. 
 
11.4 The instructions appearing on the official purchase order form regarding the supply, 

dispatch and submission of invoices must be strictly adhered to. 
 
11.5 All invoices submitted must be original.  
 
11.6 Deliveries not complying with the order form shall be returned to the contractor at the 

contractor’s expense. 
 
11.7 No locally manufactured product may be substituted during the contract period with an

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21. PAYMENT FOR SUPPLIES AND SERVICES 
 
21.1 A contractor shall be paid by the Department in accordance with supplies delivered 

and services rendered. 
 
21.2 Should a contractor indicate a special discount on his/her account provided payment is 

made within a certain time, the Department shall make every effort to take advantage 
of such discount. 

 
21.3 Any query concerning the non-payment of accounts must be directed to the 

Department. The following protocol shall apply if accounts are queried: 
 
21.3.1 Contact must be made with the officer-in-charge of the District Office; 
21.3.2 If there is no response from the District Office, the Director: Finance must be 

contacted; 
 

21.4 Information as contained on the Central Suppliers Database must be valid/correct. 
 Non-compliance with Tax Requirements shall affect payment. 

 
22. PERIOD OF CONTRACT 
 
22.1 The contract is ad hoc/once off. To be implemented in three (03) months.  

 
23. PRE-QUALIFICATION CRITERIA 
 
23.1 Only bidders who meet both of the following prequalification criteria may respond:- 
 
23.1.1 BBBEE level 1 (as per the provisions of section 4(1)(a) of the PPPFA 

Regulations, 2017); and  
23.1.2 EME or QSE (as per the provisions of section 4(1)(b) of the PPPFA Regulations,

23.1.3 CIDB 4 CE/ME Minimum  
 
23.2 Bidders must submit documentary proof of compliance with the above prequalification 

criteria. 
 
23.3 Bidders who fail to comply with the above-stipulated prequalification criteria or fail to 

submit documentary proof of the compliance with the prequalification criteria shall not 
be considered for this bid. 

 
24. QUALITY CONTROL/ TESTING OF PRODUCTS 
 
24.1 The Department reserves the right to inspect and verify the quality and specifications 

of the supplied materials and equipment, as well as other items listed on the Bill of 
Quantities, before construction and/or installation. In case of deviations in terms of 
dimensions, strength, numbers or otherwise, the Contractor shall replace these goods 
for the correct ones at his/her own expense.  

 
24.2 The same replacement obligation to the Contractor would apply during installation and 

during and after commissioning.  
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24.3 In the case of sustained or repeated non-adherence to the specifications of the 
materials and/or equipment, as well as in the case of general negligence during the 
implementation process, the contract may be cancelled. The Department will in such 
cases seek compensation from the contractor for the estimated costs for completion.  

 
24.4 In cases of deliberate negligence or unwillingness to adhere to the Departmental 

specifications, the Service provider will be reported to the Provincial and/or National 
Treasury for listing on the Restricted section of the Central Suppliers database. 

 
25. ORDER OF PRECEDENCE 
 
25.1 This invitation to bid/quote is issued in accordance with the provisions of the Public 

Finance Management Act (PFMA), Chapter 16 A of the Treasury Regulations and shall 
be subject to the provisions of the National Treasury Government Procurement 
General Conditions of Contract (July 2010). The Special Terms and Conditions are 
supplementary to that of the General Conditions of Contract. Where, however, the 
special terms and conditions are in conflict with the General Conditions of Contract, the 
Special Terms and Conditions shall prevail. 

 
26. SUPPLIERS DATABASE REGISTRATION 
 
26.1 A bidder submitting an offer must be registered on the Central Suppliers Database at 

National Treasury. A bidder who has submitted an offer and is not registered on the 
Central Suppliers Database shall not be considered at the time of award. No pending 
registrations shall be considered.

that their tax compliance status shall be verified through the Central Supplier Database 
and SARS. 
  

28.2 Where a Tax Compliance Pin is not submitted with the bid, the Department shall use 
the Central Supplier Database to verify the tax matters of the bidder.  

 
29. UNSATISFACTORY PERFORMANCE 

 
29.1 Unsatisfactory performance occurs when performance is not in accordance with the 

contract conditions. 
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29.2 The Departmental official shall warn the contractor in writing that action shall be taken 
in accordance with the contract conditions unless the contractor complies with the 
contract conditions and delivers satisfactory supplies or services within a specified 
reasonable time (7 days minimum).  
 

29.3 If the Contractor fails to commence the Works or to proceed with and complete the 
Works in compliance with the projected timeframes, the Head of Department or his/her 
representative shall take action in terms of its his/her delegated powers and adopt and 
exercise one of the following courses wholly or partly, viz: - 

 
29.3.1 To direct the Contractor, in writing, on any day named therein to suspend and  

 discontinue the execution of the Works, and to withdraw himself and his 
workmen from the said Site or Sites,  

 
29.3.2 To make a recommendation to the Accounting Officer for cancellation of the contract 

concerned. 
 

29.3.3 To Contract or Contracts by calling for Bids or otherwise with any other Contractor or 
Contractors for the completion of the Works, or any part thereof, at such times and 
upon such terms as to the Department shall deem best. 

 
29.4 In relation to the foregoing provisions the Department shall charge any sums of money 

which may be paid by the Department for completing the said Contract against the 
Contractor and if such amount shall exceed this Contract, then the Department shall 
have the right to recover such excess or any balance thereof from the Contractor by 
legal proceedings. 
 

29.5 When correspondence is addressed to the contractor, reference shall be made to the 
contract number/ item number/s and an explanation of the complaint. 

 
30. VALIDITY PERIOD OF BID AND EXTENSION THEREOF 

 
30.1 The validity (binding) period for the bid shall be 120 days from close of bid. However, 

circumstances may arise whereby the Department will request bidders to extend the 
validity (binding) period. Should this occur, the Department shall request bidders to 
extend the validity (binding) period under the same terms and conditions as originally 
offered for by bidders. This request shall be done before the expiry of the original 
validity (binding) period. 

 
31. VALUE ADDED TAX (VAT) 
 
31.1 Bid prices must be inclusive of 15% VAT. 
 
31.2 Bidders who make taxable supplies in excess of R1 million in any 12-month 

consecutive period are liable for compulsory VAT registration, but a person may also 
choose to register voluntarily provided that the minimum threshold of R50 000 (as of 1 
March 2010) has been exceeded in the past 12-month period. Bidders who meet the 
above requirement must register as VAT vendors, if successful, within one month of 
award of the bid. 

 
31.3 For the purposes of calculating preference points, VAT shall not be considered during 

quotation process. 
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32. SERVICE LEVEL AGREEMENT 
 
32.1 The successful Bidder and the Department will sign a Service Level Agreement prior to 

commencement of works. A proposed schedule of works must be provided by the 
contractor for the approval of the Engineer within two weeks of receiving notification of 
a successful bid.  

 
32.2 The Special Terms and Conditions (STC), the Standard Technical Specifications (STS) 

and the Project Specific Specifications (PSS) as listed in this bid document, together 
with the Drawings, are deemed to form part of the SLA. 

 
33. COMMENCEMENT OF THE WORK 
 
33.1 Site establishment must start within two (2) weeks, and the actual works within three 

weeks after hand-over of the site, provided that an official order has been issued.  

 
33.1.1 An official order has been issued; 
33.1.2 The contractor is in possession of all relevant documentation required for works 

execution; 
33 .2  In case work has not commenced within two (2) weeks of the site hand-over and no 

attenuating circumstances for the delay can be provided, the Department reserves 
itself the right to cancel the contract  

 
34. HANDOVER OF SITE TO CONTRACTOR 

 
34 .1  The Department will organize a site hand-over to the contractor who will then be 

introduced to the project stakeholders and participants.  
 

34 .2  The site will be handed back at works completion after a final inspection by the 
Engineer revealed no outstanding patent defects.  
 

34 .3  The Contractor will control the site for the contract duration. Only the Contractor’s own 
employees, Contractor’s local labor and Departmental Representatives will be allowed 
on site. 
  

34.4 The Contractor is responsible in the administration, control and security on the site at 
all times during the contract duration. 

 
35. WATER AND POWER 
 
35.1 The Contractor shall make the necessary arrangements for the provision of any water 

and power. No payment will be made for the provision or use of these services and the 
cost of these shall be included in the Bid/quoted amount. 

 
36. LOCATION OF CAMP 
 
36.1 The Contractor’s camp may be erected on the site of the works but must meet the 

approval of the Engineer, project beneficiaries and landowners.  
 
36.2 No persons other than a night watchman may sleep in the camp, without the approval 

of the local relevant Stakeholder.   
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37. HOUSING OF CONTRACTOR’S EMPLOYEES 
 
37 .1  The Contractor shall make his own arrangement for housing, payment and feeding his 

employees and transporting them to and from the site. However, it may be possible to 
arrange temporary local accommodation for the Contractor’s staff with the participants.  
 

37.2 The Contractor is in all respects responsible for the housing and transporting of his 
employees, and for the arrangement thereof, and no extension of time due to any 
delays resulting from this, will be granted. 

 
38.  LABOUR SOURCE & CAPACITY 

 
38.1 The Contractor will be required to satisfy the Department that a sufficient and 

experienced labor force is employed or that sufficient experienced labour can be 
acquired to complete the services and produce an acceptable quality of workmanship. 
 

38 .2  The contractor is encouraged to source unskilled labour from the project participants or 
local community. The Contractor and the Departmental representative (Engineer or 
local Agricultural adviser) may negotiate with the participants in this regard to establish 
all the conditions for the utilization of the local labour.  

 
38.3 The Contractor will be responsible for all hiring, payment, housing and transport of all 

labour used for the duration of the contract. 

 
39.  SECURITY & RISK 

 
39.1 No one shall be allowed on the construction site after normal working hours except for 

the necessary security personnel.  

 
39.2 The Contractor shall also be responsible for safeguarding all plants, machinery, 

equipment and materials on site. The Engineer shall not be responsible for any lost, 
damaged or stolen property or materials. Should any of these situations arise, no 
allocations will be made in terms of finances or time. 

 
40. MATERIALS: DELIVERY, ON & OFF-LOADING, STORAGE & RESPONSIBILITY 

 
40.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for the safe delivery, loading, off-loading, handling 

and storage of any equipment and materials on site.  
 

40.2 All equipment, materials and plant stored on site must be suitably protected against 
damage or loss by theft or otherwise.  

 
40.3 The Contractor shall remain fully responsible for all material and plant etc. until the 

completed works are handed over and have been officially accepted by the 
Department. 

 
41. EXISTING ROADS, MUNICIPAL PAVEMENTS, ETC 

 
41.1 The Contractor is advised that he will be held responsible for any damage to the 

existing pavings, roads, municipal pavements, fences, boundary walls, etc., and will 
have to repair such damage at his expense.

42. DAMAGE TO PROPERTY 

 
42.1 If the Contractor or his/her employees, while engaged in the execution of the contract, 

shall break, deface, injure, destroy or allow to fall into disrepair any part of the Works 
or property belonging to the Department, or any private property including: buildings, 
pavings, roads, fences, walls or grounds contiguous to the premises of the Department 
on which he or they may be employed, the Contractor will be required to repair, in a 
perfect and workmanlike manner, at own expense all damage to the approval of the 
Department. The Completion Certificate will not be issued until the Department is 
satisfied that all necessary remedial work has been satisfactorily completed. 

 
42.2 The Contractor shall take every precaution against damage or nuisance being caused 

by dust both to the properties of the Employer and all surrounding properties and shall 
indemnify the Employer against any claim that might arise there from. 

 
43. UNDERGROUND CABLES AND PIPES 

 
43.1 If such services are discovered, immediate notification must be made to the Employer 

and all work in the vicinity of such cables, pipes, etc., shall cease until safe to proceed.  

 
43.2 Should the Contractor damage underground cable or pipes, such damage shall be 

repaired as soon and safely as possible by the Contractor. 

 
43 .3  The cost of making good such damage will be met by the Contractor as this must be 

covered by the Contractors works insurance, unless the damaged cables/pipes were 
unknown and did not feature on the plans supplied to the contractor.  
  

44. DAILY RAINFALL RECORDS 

 
44.1 Submission of rainfall figures is required for the granting of permission of extending the 

contract period on the basis of inclement weather. If none are kept, the Engineer is 
under no obligation to grant extension of the completion period for inclement weather. 

 
45.  INSPECTION OF WORK 

 
45.1 The Departmental representative may at all reasonable times have access to the site 

where work is being executed for inspection purposes.  

 
45.2 The Engineer may request that evidence of the quality or strength of any materials be 

supplied by the contractor wherever necessary.  

 
46. NOTICE OF COVERING WORK 

 
46 .1  The Contractor shall give due notice to the engineer whenever any work or materials 

are intended to be covered in with earth or otherwise in order that their correct 
dimensions and quality may be ascertained before being covered. 

 
46 .2  If any such work or materials are covered without such notice having been given, the 

work or materials shall be uncovered at the Contractor’s expense on instructions given 
by the Engineer. 
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47. SUB-CONTRACTED WORK 
 
47 .1  The contractor shall not sub-contract the entire contract.  

 
47.2 However, local suppliers and emerging contractors should be considered provided 

they are capable.  
 
47.3 The contractor must sub- contract local labour if possible. 
 
48. INSURANCE 
 
48 .1  All accepted approved contractors would be required to provide the following 

insurance’s for the project awarded to them: 
 
48.1.1 Insurance against damage, destruction or loss to 50% of the value of the contract. 
48.1.2 Public Liability insurance. 
48.1.3 All risks (works) policy and Political. 
 
49.   PROTECTION OF THE PUBLIC 
 
49 .1  The Contractor shall be responsible for the protection of the public in terms of the 

Occupational Health and Safety Act, 1993 (Act No. 85 of 1993). The Contractor shall 
pay particular attention to watching and warning lighting and must provide any 
necessary barriers, etc., required for the protection of the public in terms of the Act. 

 
50.   INJURY TO PERSONS 
 
50.1 The Contractor shall be liable for and shall indemnify the department in respect of any 

liability, loss, claim or proceedings whatsoever, whether arising in Common Law or by 
Statute in respect of personal injuries to or death of any person whomsoever arising 
out of or in the course of or caused by the execution of the Works. 

 
51.  DISAGREEMENTS 

 
51.1 Notice of disagreement. The Contractor has the right by written notice to the Engineer 

to require him to consider any disagreement which he raises with the Engineer 
provided the said written notice shall be given within 14 days after the cause of 
disagreement has arisen. 
 

51.2 Ruling on disagreements. The Engineer shall give a ruling on the disagreement in 
writing to the Contractor no later than 14 days after his receipt of a written request from 
the Contractor requiring him to do so. The Engineer shall provide such a ruling with as 
little delay as possible. During the response time the Contractor shall not alter the 
status of the works under contention. 

 
52. PRICE ADJUSTMENTS 
 
52 .  Prices will be reviewed or adjusted on the anniversary of the contract in line with the  

  relevant CPI.  
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53. PRICING - COMPLETENESS OF BID 
 
53 .1  Bidders are required to Bid for all services, products and commissioning as specified in 

this document and associated plans. This includes those optional items that will be 
pointed out as required at the bid briefing (e.g. VIP toilet(s), fencing and others). If 
he/she does not bid on all items, his/her bid will be rejected.  
 

53 .2  All bid/quoted prices for separate items are to be in South African currency and must 
exclude VAT.  
 

53 .3  All items as described in the project specification are to be priced in full. 
 

53 .4  Transport/Delivery costs must be included in the pricing if the Pricing Schedule does 
not list them separately. 
 

53 .5  VAT must be filled in as the sub total followed by the complete price for the entire 
project. 
 

53.6 The Bid price page must be signed by a person legally authorized to do so.  

 
54.  QUANTITIES OF WORK 
 
54.1 The Contractor shall receive payment only for the works actually executed and 

approved by the Engineer. 

 
55.  PROGRESS PAYMENTS 

 
55.1 Payment shall only be made for claims that are commensurate with the works actually 

executed and complete. 

 
55.2 Payment will only be made against the construction progress as pertaining to built 

/installed items. Movable items and materials on site are generally excluded from 
progress payments until they have been fully installed or fitted or built up.  

 
55.3 If any item or part of an item in an invoice is disputed by the Engineer, the Engineer 

shall give notice of such with reasons.  

 
55.4 The Engineer may elect to use a payment schedule that apportions a weighting for the 

various work phases, in those cases where the actual pricing schedule is not available 
or lacks balance. 

 
55.5 The contractor shall be paid in up to a minimum of seven part payments. The 

Contractor is strongly advised to request at least five payments when being notified of 
him/her being awarded the contract. 

 
55.6 Part payments will be made after the Engineer has approved the work and will be 

made in accordance with the Retention clause (57). 

 
55 .7  The penultimate payment occurs after practical works completion. The final payment 

will be made after the 12 months liability period when the contractor has dealt with all 
defects, if any. 
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56. COMPLETION OF THE WORKS 
 

56.1 Work completion will be established over three stages. 
 

56.1.1  Practical completion 
This is defined as the stage when the works are found to be substantially complete 
and can be used for the purposes intended. This assessment will be solely made by 
the Engineer. When the Contractor thinks he has completed the works, an inspection 
will be made by the Engineer who will draw up a list of patent defects, commonly known 
as a “snag list”, if any. Patent defects are defects that are visible or discoverable upon 
an ordinary and proper inspection. 
 

56.1.2  Works completion 
This stage will be reached after the Contractor has, to the sole assessment of the eer, 
fixed all defects listed on the snag list. It is at works completion that the Contractor will 
be paid out 50% of his/her retention money. 
 

56.1.3 Final completion 
Final Completion occurs 12 months after Works completion, after expiry of the liability 
period. 

 
57.  RETENTION 

 
57.1 A 10% retention will be withheld on payment for duration of the construction.  

 
57.2 The Department will pay out half of this retention, or 5% of the bid value as part of the 

second last payment at practical completion of the works. The remainder, viz 5%, will 
be paid out at final completion after expiry of the defect liability period 12 months 
after practical completion), the bidder having eliminated all defects.  
 

57.3 In some instances, the Engineer may decide to shorten this period order to allow all 
payments to be completed within the financial year. However, this is not a given and 
the Contractor will be notified during the course of the construction if such would be the 
case. 

 
58.  DEFECT LIABILITY PERIOD 
 
58.1 The defect liability period is 12 calendar months calculated from the date of Practical 

Completion. 
 

58 .2  The contractor shall unconditionally guarantee all materials, workmanship related to 
the works for that period. The guarantee shall cover any defects due to inferior 
materials and/or workmanship of the Contractor, or any of his sub-contractors, fair 
wear and tear excepted. The Contractor shall repair, remedy or replace any such 
defects, part or complete works without delay and at his own cost.  
 

59.  CONTINGENCIES 
 
59 .1  An amount of 10% of the subtotal for all materials, equipment and services has been 

set aside for Contingencies. This allowance will only be accessed for unforeseen 
additional expenditure not covered in the contract. Such approval must be in line with 
SCM Delegations. 
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60.   PERIOD OF COMPLETION & RATE OF PROGRESS  
 
60 .1  The project has to reach practical completion within 12 months after commencement of 

work. 
 

60.2 If the Works are delayed by any cause beyond the Contractor’s control, the Contractor 
shall have the right within twenty-one days of any such cause of delay arising, to apply 
in writing to the Department to extend the date of completion, stating the cause of 
delay and period of extension applied for.  
 

60.3 The Department upon receipt of such written application may by order in writing extend 
such date of completion by a period to be determined, or may refuse to extend such 
date of completion, or may postpone giving a decision upon such application until 
completion of the Contract period set out in sub-clause (a) of this clause.  
 

60.4 The date of completion will be extended only to the extent approved by the 
Department.  
 

60.5 Should the Contractor fail to apply in writing for an extension within the time set out 
above, or should the Department refuse to grant any extension in writing, then the 
Contract period provided shall not be exceeded.  
 

60.6 When the Works are completed the Department will give a completion certificate and 
the date of such certificate shall be the date of commencement of the guarantee 
period. 

 
61.   PENALTY CLAUSE / FINES FOR LATE OR NON-COMPLETION 
 
61 .1  If the contractor does not complete the work within the time stipulated and no 

extenuating circumstances can be given for the delay, the Department may impose a 
fine as detailed below. The total will be subtracted from the retention allowance.  
 

61 .2  If the contractor fails to complete the works and the Department is forced to employ 
another contractor to complete the works, the defaulting contractor will be held liable 
for the costs as far they exceed the original total Bid value.  
 

61.3 The department will deduct a penalty for late completion of up to 0.05% of the 
contract value per working day delay. This will be deducted from the retention.

APPOINTMENT OF A SERVICE PROVIDER TO COMPLETE OUTSTANDING WORKS AT 
BHAMBANANA ABATTOIR     

 

1. PROJECT PARTICULARS 

 

1.1 Project Description/Background 
The abattoir project is located at Bhambanana in UMkhanyakude district. 

UMkhanyakude District Municipality is facing the socioeconomic reality, characterized 

by high levels of unemployment, poor education and widespread poverty. The main 

economic sector in the area is Agriculture of which livestock farming is significantly 

prevalent.  

 

Through the livestock sector study in 2004, the Department of Economic Development 

(DED) identified value-adding facilities for livestock products as a potential income driver 

in the region. Central to the studies recommendation, was the construction and 

establishment of an abattoir. 

 

The Department of Agriculture and Rural Development in Kwazulu Natal (DARD KZN) 

appointed the Department of Public Works in Kwazulu Natal (DOPW KZN) as 

implementing agent. The scope of work was the Construction of an abattoir and to 

facilitate operation. 

 

Works completion was estimated at 99% as on 19th July 2016. Licensing of the abattoir 

was rejected by Veterinary Public Health due to the Non-Conformances in certain design 

and operational elements that were picked up by the Veterinary Officials.  

 

These non-conformances were not part of the original abattoir plans or engineering 

design documents. It was noted on 2nd August 2016 at a Site meeting that these design 

criteria of the abattoir were needed to be completed in order for the license to be 

approved and for the abattoir to be operational. 

 

In 2017 the abattoir facility was handed over to DARD. The license for the abattoir was 

still not obtained and the Design Elements that needed rectification were not completed. 

The allotted contract period for the tender was expired and remainder work was not 

completed therefore rendering the facility non-operational. 

 

1.2 Location 
The site of the works is located in Bhambanana in UMkhanyakude Municipality, 

KwaZulu-Natal Province. The abattoir is easily accessible from the P522 road, 40km 

north of Jozini. This can be seen in Figure 1 below.

1.3 SCOPE OF WORKS 

 
The scope of works for the contract covers the following: 

 

 Working with VPH officials for all non-conformances to ensure the abattoir is registered in 

line with the standards for Red meat regulations Act of 2004. 

 Providing variable ramp heights for different vehicles when Offloading Animals at the 

loading bay. 

 Rectification and conformation of Emergency slaughter ramp, entry and hoisting of 

carcass. 

 Installation of emergency slaughter rail and transfer options. 

 Rectification of all Platform positions and supply and installation of platform basins and 

sterilizers. 

 Demarcation, supply, and installation of all equipment for Ante Chambers for clean and 

Dirty Side 

 Supply, delivery and installation of all necessary equipment for all auxiliary rooms. 

 Lighting at 220 Lux and installation of 540Lux Lighting at all inspection points. 

 To ensure Bleeding rail height of beef line at 4.4m from ground. 

 To ensure transfer rail heights and dressing rail heights at 3.4m from ground.

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 Bleeding area Bunding Height consistent for blood spillage containment. 

 To ensure no walls may touch the carcass. 

 To ensure the Hides and Rumen Bundings are adequately positioned for ease of operation 

and passing through of carcass 

 Provision in the Rough offal’s room including supply, delivery and installation of all 

equipment needed for washing of offal’s and disposal of rumen contents.  

 To ensure all Doors in the abattoir are self-closing 

 All taps on hand washbasins to be knee operated. 

 Supply, delivery and installation of equipment for additional water points for handwash 

basins and for cleaning of abattoir 

 Test and commission all the works  

2. PROJECT PARTICULAR SPECIFICATIONS (PPS) 
 

2.1 The following work related to the Non-conformances of Bhambanana Abattoir are  

      explained below. 

 

 Raising of the Bleeding Line from Slaughter Point Bleeding area  
The current Line height is approximately 2.5m from the ground level. This needs to be lifted to 

ensure a 4.4m clearance. The slaughter line is attached to an I Beam. The slaughter line 

as well as hoist mechanism can be detached easily from the Main structural I Beam, 

however the I Beam will have to be raised in order to allow for 4.4m clearance. This will 

entail the following: 

 The Slaughter line and connections will have to be disassembled. 

 The I beam will have to be detached on one end and cut at the point of where the 

Bleeding area ends. 

 The existing beam which is fixed to a Main Supporting I Beam will have to be detached 

and then raised by means of building a supporting frame which attaches to the main 

Structural I Beam.  

 There is enough space to build a supporting frame and raise the beam to incorporate 

the Slaughter line for a 4.4m clearance. 

 The existing slaughter line steel assembly has a lot of clearance. This can also be 

fabricated in order to obtain additional clearance to achieve the desired 4.4m 

clearance. 

 Once the I Beam is raised the Slaughter line and hoist mechanism will have to be 

assembled again.

 PPS 2: Emergency Slaughter Line  

 
The existing setup does not include any Slaughter line, or hoist mechanism for the emergency 

slaughtering of injured animals. The following is suggested: 

 An additional I Beam support can be attached to the Main structural frame in close 

proximity to the Emergency Loading Ramp. 

 This can be a dedicated line and support for emergency slaughtering of animals. 

 This will be positioned next to the Bleeding rail but with a sufficient distance between 

the 2 lines. 

 A hoist will have to be supplied and installed for lifting the carcass on to the line 

 The hoist can be attached to the I Beam.  

 Additional Slaughter line equipment will have to Supplied and installed. 

 A Transfer mechanism for transferring the carcass from the emergency Line onto the 

main beef line will also have to be supplied and installed. 
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 PPS 3 Raising of Transfer rails and dressing Rails to 3.4m Clearance 

 
All rails after the Bleeding area have varying heights (between 2.6m and 2.8m) in relation to 

the ground. The sheep line meets the requirement for height clearance. The beef rails 

however, do not meet VPH requirements of a minimum clearance of 3.4m. The rails are 

attached to I Beams for support. The fittings itself can also be swapped and lifted to attach 

onto the top lip of the I-beam. Each Rod that attaches to the Dressing line can also be cut and 

shortened in order to allow for extra clearance. As a worst-case scenario to ensure that the 

height clearance is achieved, the I-beam can also be raised by fixing it to the top of the 

Structural beam and not the Bottom. The picture can be seen below as an indication of the 

existing setup. The total length of all the rails that need to be raised extend from the Bleeding 

area throughout the Abattoir into the refrigeration rooms.

 PPS 4 Modification of Platforms  

 
The existing setup of the beef line with the platforms does not allow for ease of operation. Part 

of the process for successful registration of the abattoir, includes ease of operation to prevent 

damage and mishandling of the carcasses. The following errors on the platforms need to be 

rectified: 
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 The offal platform is currently positioned directly below the slaughter line. This 
will result in the carcass hitting the platform and not being able to pass through 
easily. The platform therefore need to be shifted away from the line in order to 
allow for safe passage of the carcass while easily allowing the operating to work 
on the carcass. This can be seen in the picture below

 The current position of the beef inspection platform is correct, however, the 
height does not allow for ease of operation. This can be seen in the figure 4 
above. The Platform is pre constructed with steel and galvanised. The raising of 
the platform will require fabrication of steel to allow for raising of height with 
levelling mechanisms to ensure platform is level. The plumbing fittings for the 
sterilizer and drains will also have to be adjusted to incorporate the raised height. 
The exact suitable height will have to be confirmed by VPH officials and the 
regulations of the Red Meat Act of 2004. 

 

 The head and feet platform is currently right side facing. This can be seen in the 
figure 5below.This is not ideal as it sits directly in front of the room for the head 
and feet sorting. The platform orientation needs to be swapped to Left side 
facing. This can be done by swapping the Head and feet platform with the Left 
facing Hide platform. the hide Platform does not necessitate for a left hand facing 
platform therefore it can be swapped. The related Plumbing fittings will also have 
to be changed for the respective platforms.

 The brisket cutter is installed and fitted onto the offal platform. The positioning is 
incorrect. The brisket cutter along with all the fittings and sterilizer need to be 
shifted next to the platform at a lower position. This will allow for ease of 
operation. The Brisket cutter is mounted onto the main I beam. This requires in 
or fabrication in order to just change the position along the supporting I beam 
such that the position can be moved. The related plumbing fittings and piping for 
the sterilizer will also have ot be moved and shifted. 

 

 PPS 5 Bleeding Area 

 
The current bleeding area floor is raised with a wall bonding height of 30cm. This is not ideal 

as it limits the height clearance of the rails. The recommendation is therefore to level the floor 

of the bleeding area to the same level of the rest of the abattoir floor level. This will 

inadvertently give an extra height clearance for the rails. This will require the breaking down 

of 5m3 of concrete flooring. A bonding wall around the bleeding area will still have to be 

maintained to prevent spillage. The existing drain inlets in the bleeding area will also have to 

be lowered to floor level. The floor will have to be thereafter finished to a smooth surface. 
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 PPS 6 Breaking of wall between the bleeding area and Dressing area

As it can be seen in Figure 6, the wall passage between the bleeding area and the dressing 

area is too narrow. Regulations state that the rails clearance from columns or doorways must 

be atleast 700mm. The wall passage will therefore need to be widened in order to allow 

clearance of 700mm on either side. The wall is a standard double brick wall. The right hand 

side pillar has plumbing and drains attached to the pillar. This will have to shifted if necessary 

to a suitable location along the wall in order to maintain the 700mm clearance from the rail. 
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 PPS 7 Hides and Rumen Bundings

 The hides bundings in constructed adequately, however the height is incorrect. 
The entire hide bunding will need to be lowered to 300mm the ground. This will 
require the platform to be broken down(approximately 1m3) and then smoothed 
again and painted. The tiled walls and the raised bundings for spillage will have 
to be maintained. This will allow for ease of operation when handling of the hides 
and for transporting into the hides room.  

 The offal bunding is incorrectly constructed. The Offal bunding is constructed 
directly below the rail and the slope is too high. This will not allow safe passage 
of the carcass. The bunding will therefore need to be  broken in order to allow for 
safe clearance of the carcass. The bunding will also need to be lowered in order 
to allow for the safe transference of the offal’s into the offals room.  

 As it can be seen from the figure above, a concrete bunding was built for the 
handling of the offal’s. This will need to be broken down and removed 
entirely(approximately 2m3). A paunch table will need to be positioned to allow 
for the transference of the offal’s from the sloped passage and onto the paunch 
table for cleaning of the offal’s. A hatch in the wall will also need to be made in 
order to allow for the waste from the Paunch table to be collected outside the 
building. 

 

Offal Bunding 

 

Hides Bundings 
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 PPS 8 Lairaging Ramps and Race Platform 

 The Loading ramps that are present at the abattoir do not allow for different 
types of vehicles. A lairaging ramp mechanism will therefore have to be provided 
that will allow for loading and offloading of animal from different vehicles at 
different heights. This will prevent unnecessary stress and injury to animals. The 
mechanism will have to be supplied and installed at the emergency slaughter 
bay as well as the general offloading area. 

 The race platform that leads to the slaughter area is finished in smooth concrete. 
Cleats will have to be constructed on the race platform in order to prevent the 
animals from slipping.  

 The race platform passage leading to the slaughter area in constructed with steel 
poles. This will need to be covered with rubber sails along the entire passage in 
order to prevent the animals from seeing the slaughter area or to prevent human 
interference to the animals 

 

 PPS 9 Ante Chambers 
Currently there is no ante Chambers in the abattoir facility. The design plans did provision for 

an Ante Chamber however, there is no clear characterisation of the rooms with no doors or 

labelling present. This can be seen in Figure 8 below.

A labelled washable self-closing door will have to be installed between the antechamber and 

the abattoir. All sundry equipment relating to the Ante Chamber such as; Apron washer, boot 

washer, apron rack, boot rack, hand wash basin etc will have to be installed into the room 

together with all related plumbing and drain fittings. For the dirty chamber it is important to 

note that this is the station whereby all the abattoir working will be entering and exiting from. 

A general awning will have to installed for worker on the exterior of the abattoir building at the 

entrance of the Dirty Antechamber.

A clean side Antechamber for the abattoir is also not specifically identified. With this in mind 

the recommendation for the clean side ante chamber can be positioned in the area as seen in 

Figure 9 above. For the clean side it is not necessary for a door to be installed due to the fact 

that there is an existing door that leads from the office facility into the abattoir floor. All sundry 

equipment relating to the Ante Chamber such as; Apron washer, boot washer, apron rack, 

boot rack, hand wash basin etc will have to be installed into the room together with all related 

plumbing and drain fittings. The existing wash basins are not knee operated and will have to 

be removed and a knee operated wash basin will have to be installed.  

 

 PPS 10 Doors 
All existing doors for the abattoir are wooden that are varnished for durability and washability. 

The doors however do not have self-closing mechanisms installed. Each door entrance into 

the abattoir floor will have to be installed with a self-closing mechanisms. In the double 

doorways that allow for passage/transporting of the carcass, both doors will have to have self 

closing mechanisms. The total amount of doors that need to be installed with self-closing 

mechanisms are 15.  

 

 Electrical Work 
The Red Meat regulations specify that lighting in the abattoir needs to be 220Lux. All lighting 

in the abattoir is fitted and installed but the Lux output is not verified. All lights in the abattoir 

therefore need to be checked for Lux output and if the 220lux is not met, then all lights need 

to be changed to meet the 220 lux output. 

The regulations state that all Inspection points need to be fitted with 540Lux lights. Currently 

there are no lights installed for the inspections points. There are 5 inspection points on the 

abattoir floor. The Head and feet Inspection, the Offal Inspection for beef and sheep, the 
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Carcass inspection for beef and sheep. The lights need to be installed and fitted together with 

all wiring, switches etc.

 Preliminaries and General 
The contractor is to note that all insurances (UIF, workman’s compensation, works, public 

liability etc.); site and equipment safety; site establishment and security; services (water and 

electricity); testing of materials and any specialist services are for the contractor’s 

responsibility and attention throughout the contract duration until handover of the project. 

Please also refer to general conditions of contract.  The Department reserves the right to stop 

progress of the works until these conditions are complied with. 

 

 Earthworks and Site Preparations 
Normal regulations regarding safety, municipal by-laws, contamination of water sources, 

erosion, siltation etc. will still apply.  

 Site preparations & establishment: SABS 1200 AA (4).   

 Setting out of works: SABS 1200 AA (5.1.1) 

 Permissible deviations: SABS 1200 GA (6.4) Degree of accuracy II for all bases.  

 

o The site must be cleared and stripped of all plant materials, roots and topsoil. 

o The cleared and stripped material is to be stockpiled away from the 

construction site and is to be levelled/replaced once all construction is 

complete. 
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o The site is to be levelled prior to any construction. This includes excavation of 

in situ material to provide the pit. 

o Materials excavated and suitable for backfilling will be placed in even, thin 

layers and compacted with thickness applicable to the compaction 

method/machinery used but not exceeding 150mm.  

 

 Materials and Constructions 

 All materials must conform to SABS specifications for the products. This includes all 

items such as pipes, valves, flanges and accessories etc.
